If
necessary, turn the lens counterclockwise slowly to achieve the best optimum
spacing.

2. Connect the lens cable plug to the camera connector.

3. Unscrew the zoom controller to adjust the zoom factor. Upon completion, tighten the
zoom controller.

Upon completion, tighten the
focus controller.

1. SSID, abbreviated from Service Set Identifier, is the name assigned to the wireless
network. The IP7154 factory SSID setting is set to "default".

2. Select "Ad-Hoc" wireless mode if you want the IP7154 to communicate without
using an AP or wireless router.
